The Chairman called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. by stating that in accordance with the provisions of the Ethics Law of the Town of Orchard Park it is incumbent upon any Conservation Board member with a financial or business relationship with any petitioner coming before this Board to disclose this relationship and, if warranted, to recuse him or herself from any matter involving the petitioner. Any petitioner coming before this Board who is a relative of, or has a financial or business relationship with, any officer or employee of the Town of Orchard Park, must disclose the nature and extent of such relationship in accordance with the provisions of the ethics law of the Town of Orchard Park.
The Chairman stated that due to the absence of Mr. Schichtel, and Mr. Long, the Alternate member, Mr. Witt will be voting this evening.

C.B. File #14-2021, V/L Sterling Park, 235 Windward Road, located on the west side of Windward Road Zoned I-1.  Calspan Development and Construction is requesting to develop a two-phase project to construct two-medical buildings. Requesting Conservation Board review and approval of submitted Landscaping Plan.  (SBL#152.14-5-1)

Mr. Sheedy presented and explained the proposed plan for a two-phase project to construct a one-story 18,156 GSF Medical Building (Phase 1), and a one-story 15,950-GSF Medical Building (Phase 2).  He also presented and explained the proposed Landscaping Plan to the members.  

The members reviewed the Landscape Plan and established that the total Green Space meets the Town requirement.  Mr. Ward discussed having the site information located on the left of the plan. It was noted that there is a natural buffer at the rear of the site. The Planting species, and quantities were reviewed and Mr. Sheedy confirmed that they are seeking approval of both phases for this project.  

Attorney John Bailey stated that Mr. Schechter’s past relationship with Calspan is not a point for recusal.

Mr. Jaeger made a MOTION, seconded by Mr. Witt to APPROVE the Landscaping Plan for Phase 1 & 2, 


prepared by a NYS Licensed Landscape Architect, as submitted on 8/31/21, based on the following
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conditions and stipulations:

The Total Green Space is 57.9%, and meets the Town Requirement of 20%.

The Landscaping Value Estimate of $45,045 requires a Certified Check amounting to 50% of the total shall be deposited with the Town Clerk prior to receiving a Building Permit.  ($22,522.50)
3. 
Dumpsters or mechanical systems at grade level are to be screened.
4.
Approval is contingent upon acceptance by the Planning Board and Town Engineering Department.
5. 
Any changes required by the Town Engineering Department or Planning Board which effect the Landscaping shall necessitate further review and approval by the Conservation Board.

(SBL#152.19-1-29.111)

Mr. Utzig presented and explained the proposed project to construct a Veterinary Medical Clinic and a separate Maintenance Building with associated parking and site improvements.  He also presented and explained the proposed Landscaping Plan to the members, noting that the Green Space calculations meet the Town Requirements.  The tree selection was discussed, and it was noted that the natural buffer exists on the east west of the site.  

Mr. Ward established that there are no plans for the remaining space at the site, at this time.  
Mr. Bryniarski made a MOTION, seconded by Ms. Lebedzinski to APPROVE the Landscaping Plan prepared by a NYS licensed Landscape Architect, as submitted on 8/24/2021, based on the following conditions and stipulations:
1.
The Total Green Space is 70.2%, and meets the Town Requirement of 20%.

2. 
The Landscaping Value Estimate of $181,685 requires a Certified Check amounting to 50% of the total shall be deposited with the Town Clerk prior to receiving a Building Permit.  ($90,842.50)
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3. 
Dumpsters or mechanical systems at grade level are to be screened.

Approval is contingent upon acceptance by the Planning Board and Town Engineering Department.
5. 
Any changes required by the Town Engineering Department or Planning Board which effect the Landscaping shall necessitate further review and approval by the Conservation Board.

Upon the completion of the landscape installation the Owner shall provide a Landscape Completion Form (available from the Planning Office or Town’s website) and a statement from a NYS Licensed Landscape Architect indicating that the plant materials have been installed in accordance with the specifications of the approved Landscape Plan. Three-years after the date of Landscape Completion, the Owner shall provide a Landscape Security Release Form (available from the Planning Office, or online at Town Website) with a statement from a Licensed Landscape Architect indicating the condition of the plant materials specified in the approved Landscape Plan, verifying survival through the three-year guarantee period.
